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Supplementary Instructions for a PROHIBITED WEAPONS PERMIT

(MEGATRON TRANSFORMERS)

The following information and instructions are provided for the issue of a Permit under the Weapons Prohibition Act 1998 and the Weapons Prohibition Regulation 1999.  The Act requires a person to establish a genuine reason for possessing and using a prohibited weapon.  

Instructions to all Applicants

These instructions are specific to the type of permit for which you are applying.  You must ensure all the information requested is provided to avoid delays or refusal of your application.

This permit will only be issued for the genuine reason of weapons collection.  You must demonstrate that the collection has a genuine commemorative, historical, thematic or financial value.

The permit will be issued for a maximum term of 5 years and will be issued Fee Exempt.

NOTE:  Any proposed public display of the prohibited weapons authorised by a Prohibited Weapons Collector Permit requires prior written authorisation from the Manager, Firearms Registry.

Application Requirements

· Completed Prohibited Weapons Permit Application – P638
· PROOF OF IDENTITY: If you do not hold a current firearms licence you must provide as part of this application documentation totalling 100 points.  Please see Table for a list of approved documents. These documents must be certified by a Justice of the Peace or current serving Police Officer. The copy must be endorsed as being a true and correct copy of the original document. The Justice of the Peace signatory must insert their Justice of the Peace identification number, and the Police Officer their name, rank and station.
· Provide evidence that you are a current member of a weapon collectors’ club. Transformers Collector Website is: http://www.csapo.com.au/ttf/tiby’stransformers.htm 

· Provide a statement demonstrating that your collection has a genuine commemorative, historical, thematic or financial value and that each of the weapons is required as part of that collection.
· Provide a description of your safe storage arrangements detailing how the weapon/s will be stored to prevent unauthorised access.
